The preferred preservation medium for newspapers is microfilm. It is stable, contents can be accessed even without a machine, and it can hold hundreds and hundreds of pages in a single reel. On the downside  searching can be problematic.

The People’s (or Populist) Party in Louisiana was founded in October
1891 to represent the interests of farmers and laborers in rural
communities and to encourage pro-labor legislation. In addition to
supporting national monetary reform ("free silver™), Louisiana
Populists al=o called for reform of the state’s electoral and political
=ystem, which was then dominated by the =o-called Bourbon
Cemocrats.

One of the leaders of the People’s Party in Louisiana was Hardy L.
Brian (1865-1949) of Winnfield. In 1890, Brian began publishing the
Winnfield Comrade, one of the first Populist newspapers in the
South. Four years later he established a second paper, the Louisiana
Populist, in Natchitoches, a =mall town near the Texas border.
Founded in 1714 a=s a French trading post, Natchitoches in the 19th
century developed into an important center of Louisiana’s cotton
industry. It was also located near a heavily forested region of
Louisiana. The close proximity of farm and timber workers made
MNatchitoches an especially appropriate choice for Brian’s base of
operations.

The Lowuisiana Populist, which replaced W. L. Shackelford’=s

What is the Newspaper Directory?

The Newspaper Title Directory is derived from the library catalog records created by state institutions during the NEH-
sponsored United States Newspaper Program (http://www.neh.gov/projects/usnp.html), 1980-2007. This program
funded state-level projects to locate, describe (catalog), and selectively preserve (via treatment and microfilm) historic
newspaper collections in that state, published from 1690 to the preszent. Under this program, each institution created
machine-readable cataloging (MARC) via the Cooperative OMline SERials Program (COMNSER) for its state collections,
contributing bibliographic description=s and library holdings information to the Newspaper Union List, hosted by the Online
Computer Library Center (OCLC). This data, approximately 140,000 bibliographic title entries and 900,000 separate
library holdings records, was acquired and converted to MARCXML format for use in the Chronicling America Mewspaper
Title Directory.

Why are there pages from only certain states?

Chronicling America is part of a phased project called the MNational Digital Newspaper Program (NDMF). This program,
funded by the MNational Endowment for the Humantiez (NEH), awards money to public newspaper archives in each state
to digitize and deliver historic newspaper content to the Library of Congress for inclusion in Chronicling America. Listed
below are the state and territories currently participating in the program and the date range for content they will
provide®.

This may be accomplished by clicking with the right-hand
mouse button (for Mac, hold down the Command key) and selecting "Open Link in New Tab."”

Search results are displayed on a page that can easily be bookmarked or navigated to via the "Back” button on the
browser. Every page in the Chronicling America application can be bookmarked, but only the addresses containing
newspaper pages should be treated as canonical for purposes of citations and long-term referrals. These addresses are
displayed in the address bar of the browser, and no special treatment i= required for adding them to a citation database.
(Select the "Persistent Link" URL displayed on each newspaper page view to store the link without search text
highlighted.)

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For example, if we select  this first title here which is the Concordia Sentinel….
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The Concordia Sentinel was founded in 1882 in Vidalia, Louisiana,
the seat of Concordia Parish in rural northeast Louisiana. Located in
the agriculturally rich bottomlands of the Mississippi River, the
parish was closely tied to the cotton-based economy of nearby
Natchez, Mississippi, during the 19™ and early 20 centuries. Its
population at that time was more than three-fourths African
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Press CTRL+ and make selections to select more than one state or newspaper.
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Presentation Notes
Search features which I will now discuss very briefly. 
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Searching by “any of the words” means just that. You can add cat, dog, fish and it will pull up any page that features ANY of those words. So a page may only have cat or dog.  This will yield you plenty of results, albeit probably not very precise results. 
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Presentation Notes
A “with all the words search” will retrieve pages that have ALL the words you are searching for but not necessarily in context of each other.  
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Presentation Notes
Searching for a phrase is much more precise.  This search feature will search for ALL of the words but in the order that you placed them.  This is especially useful when searching for names. But do be prepared to try searching and researching with variations of that name in order to find what you are looking for.

Order of the words is not important, but keeping the words within so many words of each other will yield more precise results.

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Natchitoches Louisiana Populist

The People’s (or Populist) Party in Louisiana was founded in October
1891 to represent the interests of farmers and laborers in rural
communities and to encourage pro-labor legislation. In addition to
supporting national monetary reform ("free silver”), Louisiana
Populists also called for reform of the state’s electoral and political
system, which was then dominated by the so-called Bourbon
Democrats.

One of the leaders of the People’s Party in Louisiana was Hardy L.
Brian (1865-1949) of Winnfield. In 1890, Brian began publishing the
Winnfield Comrade, one of the first Populist newspapers in the
South. Four years later he established a second paper, the Louw
Populist, in Natchitoches, a small town near the Texas border.
Founded in 1714 as a French trading post, Natchitoches in the 15th
century developed into an important center of Louisiana’s cotton
industry. It was also located near a heavily forested region of
Louisiana. The close proximity of farm and timber workers made
Natchitoches an especially appropriate choice for Brian's base of
operations.

The Louisiana Populist, which replaced W. L. Shackelford’s
Montgomery Maifl as the official organ of the People’s Party in |
Louisiana, became one of the most important third-party [

BEWARE!

Many of our contemporary assumptions about
newspapers will not apply!

» Newspapers are not objective

» Opinion, gossip, and outright lies are often
printed as “news”

» Many newspapers were one-man operations
dedicated to expressing the opinions of the
editor (which often reflected the opinion of
subscribers)

» With the profession of journalism in its infancy,
many articles, photographs, and cartoons were

“borrowed” from other papers

» Often no bylines, sections, or headlines
